FOR 16-MONTH-OLD Tomas* and his grand-
mother Isabella,* life was hard.

Isabella’s teenage daughter, who had emigrat-
ed from El Salvador, had abandoned Tomas, leav-
ing him with Isabella, who was pregnant herself.
Isabella lived in a small one-bedroom apartment
with her 17-year-old son and four-year old-
daughter. She worked ata local restaurant while
her partner, Samuel,* worked in Maryland.

Isabella needed help. When she reached out
to DCHS, Family Services Specialist Areli Zelaya
got her case. Zelaya helped Isabella file with

the court for custody of Tomas, but then they
hit a roadblock.

“There were no safety concerns, and Tomas
was well cared for,” Zelaya recalls, “but the
court-appointed guardian ad litem wrote a report
to dismiss the petition.” The guardian ad item,
aperson appointed by the court to represent
the best interests of a child in legal actions, was
especially concerned about the cramped housing
situation, Isabella’s pregnancy and literacy issues.

As Zelaya worked to find ways to help Isa-
bella improve her chances of gaining custody,
social worker Odessa Becker began looking for
