A Development Site Plan (DSP) is a request to develop a site by right in compliance

DSP include requests to construct 3 or more dwelling units, a new building or addition
that exceeds 3,000 square feet, or to build 5 or more parking spaces. Only the
Planning Commission hears a request for a DSP.

A Development Site Plan with an SUP (DSUP) is a request for a development site plan that will not comply
with specific zoning ordinance regulations. A DSUP requests the right to develop a property with relief from
specific zoning ordinance requirements such as minimum parking requirements, building setbacks, or for
increases in building height or square footage. An applicant requesting a DSUP approval must also meet a
0.5 more stringent requirement by demonstrating that their project provides substantial public benefit before
