Land Use - Height

impact on appropriate future density? 
 

Community Amenities/Developer Contributions 
• What are priorities for potential public benefits? Affordable housing, 

streetscape improvements, underground utilities, open space/park 
improvements, others?  
 

Affordable Housing 
• City policy states that affordable housing should be a key consideration in 

rezonings.  What factors should be considered? 
 
Open Space  

• How should redevelopment of Oakville Triangle preserve/expand/connect 
with the existing Mount Jefferson Park and Trail? 

 
Environmental Sustainability 

• In addition to reduction of impervious surface and improved stormwater 
management, what other environmental issues should be addressed?  

 
Multimodal Connectivity and Pedestrian Environment 

• Where are possible connections to adjoining sites and parks? Ped, bike, auto?
